This wine is prepared entirely from Cabernet Sauvignon grapes grown in the Viña San Pedro vineyards located in the Lontué Valley (Molina, Region VII).
The vineyards set aside for Cabo de Hornos are 50 years old. They use a vertical trellis system without irrigation, and produce 5-8 tons per hectare. Grapes are hand gathered in 20-kg bins to keep the berries intact. Ripeness is determined through field samplings, and the grapes are harvested when they reach 25° brix.

Upon arrival in the cellar, the grapes undergo a pre-fermentative process for two days and then proceed to fermentation at controlled temperatures (26° C). Fermentation involves two daily pump-overs with gentle pressing of the grapes. After the transformation from must to wine, there is a post-fermentative process that lasts for two more weeks for maximum extraction of colour and aromas. Subsequently, the wine is stored in French oak barrels (new and first use) for 18 months. After this storage period, the wine is clarified with natural egg whites and bottled without filtering to conserve its full concentration and naturalness throughout the process.

In an effort to produce a super premium wine, the winemaking team of Catena began in depth investigations into the yields within each of their specially selected, high altitude vineyards, identifying those lots which produce the best fruit. These vines undergo a careful thinning process, leaving only a select few clusters, resulting in remarkably complex, aromatic and flavorful fruit. Through the application of natural, gentle vinification techniques, these grapes are trasformed into Catena Alta.

Vineyards

The grapes for Catena Alta Malbec come from a select block of Catena's more that 60 year old Angelica vineyard. Named after Nicolas Catena's mother, the Angelica vineyard is Catena's premier Malbec vineyard. The soil and climate of the Angelica vineyard are ideal for growing Malbec. Clay soils with a rocky sub-soil allwow for excellent drainage, and the continental climate of warm days followed by cool nights allows for even ripening and a prolonged hang-time. The vines destined for Catena Alta Malbec undergo a detailed thinning process aimed at leaving only select, isolated clusters. Harvest generally occurs in the later half of March, and the decision to pick is based not on numbers, but on tasting for fruit maturity. The grapes are harvested by hand to small (800kg) containters. After destemming, the fruit undergoes a cold maceration of four days, out of a total of 28 days. Fermentation takes place between 30 and 32 degrees centigrade with a light pumpling over to saturate only the caps. The new wine is then aged for 12 months in 100% new French oak from Taransaud. Tasting Notes

Has a deep, dark purple color with violet tones. The nose is intense and complex, with ripe plum and blackberry fruit aromas with floral hints of violets and sweet spice. The mouthfeel is full, yet elegant with black cherry fruits and a touch of spicy black pepper. The finish is long and persistent, with soft, sweet tannins.

The winery just received a flurry of recognition from Chile’s most prestigious wine guide, the 2004 Guia de Vinos de Chile, which singled out De Martino winemaker Marcelo Retamal as “Winemaker of the Year” and named the Legado Sauvignon Blanc, Legado Carmenere and Gran Familia Cabernet Sauvignon as the top wines in their categories.

Soil: Light and sandy, with excellent drainage and medium fertility.

Production: The grapes were handpicked at the peak of their maturity and then underwent careful selection.  They were then destalked and fermented at controlled temperature with their natural yeasts in small tanks.  The maceration took place after alcoholic fermentation.

Maturation: The wine was then aged in French oak barrels (Seguin Moreau) for a period of 18 months.

Colour: Majestically deep red colour with ruby hints.    

Bouquet: Complex with an extraordinary concentration, plenty of ripe red fruit and a smooth whisper of smoke, leather and violets.

Palate: This follows through to the palate, revealing a perfect balance of oak and fruit.  Full bodied, intense flavours, well structured with a nice long finish.

Montes Alpha “M” 
The ultimate in red wines from Chile, Montes Alpha “M” is the flagship wine from Montes Winery. The first ultra-premium wine of its type in Chile, it is made from grapes grown in a unique microclimate in the Apalta Valley. The Apalta Valley, part of the Santa Cruz district within the Colchagua Valley appellation, has been cited as having the best potential for producing exceptional reds in the same way the Casablanca Valley is renowned for its white wines. 

Since its introduction in 1998, Montes Alpha “M” has received rave reviews from the international wine community. Starting with its first vintage in 1996, Montes Alpha “M” has won numerous accolades and awards including a gold medal at the London Wine International Challenge in March 2000, and a gold medal at the Wine & Spirit international Competition (U.K., 2000).

A unique site and microclimate

Montes Alpha “M” is grown on the slopes of La Finca de Apalta estate, one of five vineyard sties owned by Montes winery. While almost all Chilean vineyards are planted on flatland, Montes winery has elected to seek out a hillside location. It is no surprise that several producers, particularly those supported with foreign capital, have taken notice and are following Montes winery’s leadership. 

The majestic Andes Mountains and one of Chile’s widest rivers, the Tinguiririca, define La Finca’s unique microclimate. Aurelio Montes selected the best slopes in Apalta Valley- with a 15% average inclination and the highest and steepest slopes at about a 45% inclination—for planting the grapes used in Montes Alpha “M”. Of La Finca’s total 1,730 acres, only 321 acres are planted; most of the remainder is an un-plantable granite mountain.

The Vineyard’s orientation permits maximum sun exposure throughout the day, and due to the narrow configuration of the valley and the vineyard’s proximity to the ocean, La Finca benefits from cool sea breezes at night. All of this, plus its poor soil with little organic material, create ideal conditions for growing superior quality red grapes.

The nature of the vine

The La Finca vineyard, with an average age of nine years, is planted on 100% un-grafted vines using classic French Bordeaux trellising, high density planting (over 2,500 vines per acre) and drip irrigation. Crop cover is used to control potential yield as well as to reduce the threat of erosion from winter rains. To assure ultimate quality, Montes winery practices extremely low yields, hand pruning, and hand picking for its grapes. 

Grapes used for producing Montes Alpha “M”—a Bordeaux-style blend of Cabernet Sauvignon (80%), Merlot (10%), and Cabernet Franc (10%)—share the vineyard with small quantities of Carmenère and Petit Verdot, which are being grown for experimental purposes. In addition, on the very highest slopes of the vineyard are the Syrah grapes used to make the ultra-premium Montes Folly.

A wine blessed by an angel

Montes Alpha “M” is the standard bearer for the winery’s internationally acclaimed Montes Alpha series of wines, which all carry the distinctive angel on their label. During the planning stages for Alpha “M”, Montes S.A.’s Director, Douglas Murray, who credits guardian angels with having helped him survive two near-fatal car accidents, insisted on continuing the angel motif already used on their successful Montes Alpha line.

A wine that dares to be different

Introducing a super-premium wine after only two years of aging is a bold move. In both France and California, for example, most top reds are aged longer before release. Yet Montes Alpha “M” is a revelation, a wine which can be enjoyed now because of its elegance and soft tannins and which also can continue to improve in the bottle for more than ten years.

The wine itself is an intense multi-hued ruby red with an aroma redolent of berries. The 199 vintage of Montes Alpha “M” displays intense character of red fruit with notes of tobacco, blending harmoniously with light hints of vanilla contributed by the wine’s 18-month aging in new French oak barriques. The wine is perfectly balanced: full-bodied and voluptuous on the mid-palate with a rewarding, lingering after-taste of mature, fully ripe fruit and a good acidity that reflects its superb structure and subtle “French” character. Eucalyptus and herb notes add levels of complexity to this elegant wine.

The 1999 release of Montes Alpha “M” will be approximately 22,000 bottles, of which 900 six bottle cases are allocated for the U.S. market. Ideal climatic conditions in 1997 produced a particularly long growing season and yielded a high quality harvest. Conversely, nature was not so kind in the very rainy 1998 growing season; the production level of this vintage was even less than the original release because far fewer berries were deemed to be of “M” quality.

Considered to be one of Chile’s best vintages, in 1999 the weather was exceptionally dry, producing smaller clusters and full ripening with large concentrations of sugar, lower aids, and greater amounts of alcohol. The 2000 vintage for Montes is actually an improvement even on the 1999 although it was considered a difficult harvest in other D.O.s.

Montes S.A. is totally Chilean-owned, boutique winery, created in 1988 with the unique mission of producing exclusively premium wines, a brave step at a time when Chile was best known for mass-produced inexpensive wines. In 1998, Montes took another pioneering step forward with its introduction of Montes Alpha “M”, which was a groundbreaking new wine with the objective of setting new quality standards for Chile.
